• identify sub-process, sub-regional and 

seasonal uncertainties
• differences of the final product (forcing) …
• differences of global averages …
• differences of annual averages …

… only tell part of the story ! 

• assess available data and appropriateness
• the strength of model evaluations depends on

… data accuracy
… data representation (temporal and spatial)  

• encourage and strengthen interactions 
between modeling and data communities

• illustrate data needs in modeling
• demonstrate capabilities of measurememts
